Review of Discipline Assessment Plans
a.
Nursing - Excellent assessment plan.  Very impressive.  This one could be used as a good example.  Matched very nicely with Gen Ed outcomes.

Revised Assessment Guidelines for Program Review
Suggestions:  Give to new cohort beginning in February.  Add concrete language to document.  Clarify what each section is.  Add FAQ’s to appendix.  Have links to examples of a good rubric, etc.  Kristina to set up an example on the website and e-mail to committee.  This will replace Section 7 in the Program Rev.03iew Manual.  Discussion followed.  Please e-mail all comments to Arend Flick.  

IV. Application Process for Funding to Support Adjunct Participation in Assessment
State Chancellor’s Office supporting adjuncts to apply for funds on how project contributes to outcomes assessment.  Change concept of “unit” to “discipline” on form.  Form was approved by the committee. Should a brief report be required as part of the Annual Review Update?  

V. AB 1417, Spellings Commission Report – Information Item

This law led to changes in the Ed Code.  State Chancellor’s Office has provided us with a 110-page document covering the last eight years.  Discussion followed.  Suggestion:  To show more comparative data and peer grouping and more direct evidence of student learning.  

VI. Documenting RCCD Assessment Activities – Demonstrate how we are improving on our assessments.  Suggestions:  Archive documents on website that do not help with assessment.   Eventually each discipline will have their own website which will include links to all pertinent information.  Be as visible as we can and model that online.  
VII.
Gen Ed Assessment – In our last meeting there was a tentative agreement to approve Gen Ed Assessment.  Working on a new Strategic Planning brochure.  How do we define critical thinking?  Select 10-15 different courses that students are most likely to choose to satisfy their gen ed requirements.  Ask faculty and disciplines for grading rubric.  


Committee agreed to Arend’s basic plan to Gen Ed Assessment with assurance that the SLO’s will be included in the courses chosen.
