Approval of Minutes – MSC/Loomis/Hall - Approval of December 2, 2005 minutes
Workshops & Conferences – June 16-19, 2006, Scottsdale, AZ; AAHE Conference.  October RP Group – Outcome Assessment Conference focusing on Community Colleges.  
Richard Mahon spoke about IMPAC – which involves CSU & UC coordinate lower division preparation courses and lower division transfer plan.  Links have detailed SLO statements for a variety of courses.

Discipline Assessment Plans -  Humanities Assessment Plan – (1) Determine degree to which students are learning.  (2) Develop a writing rubric to address advisory of Qualification for ENG 1A and minimum-word requirement for all Humanities courses.  Goal of this study is to determine whether the advisory of ENG 1A is a valid and effective predictor of student success.  (3) Examine learning objectives by means of a common final.  
Arend Flick suggested that Humanities should consider tweaking their assessment plans to ensure that they generated data that could be used to improve teaching and learning.  He indicated that he would be in touch with the discipline to this end.  
MSC/Hall/  Motion to approve Humanities Assessment Plan

Life Sciences, Physical Education and Counseling Assessment Plans (already given tentative approval) -  Greg Aycock argued for having a structured requirement regarding annual updates.  Do we want to continue to link Program Review with Assessment as it is now?  Richard stated he found Assessment piece confusing but larger process of Program Review helpful.  Arend stated that if Program Review changed to department based, which would take it to each campus, then Assessment could then be a discipline based enterprise. Concerns with Counseling.  
General Education Outcomes Update -  Virginia McKee had discussed with Richard reviewing existing general education requirements for Academic Senate.  Arend Flick wants to have a meeting of all three colleges for discussion of General Education Outcomes to find out if any changes need to be made to the general education requirements.
