National Benchmarking
Item of information:   Join a consortium to report data and receive data.  Do more research and report back to see how we compare to other colleges.   

SLOs on syllabi
Syllabi must contain SLOs to meet accreditation standards.  Should departments be responsible for faculty including SLO’s in their syllabi and storing them in a database where faculty and students can have easy access?
General Ed Requirements
Arend reviewed the current Gen Ed requirements, the accreditation standard and the Gen Ed SLOs:
RCC has no cultural or diversity requirement in General Ed.  Need to link General Ed requirements to six outcome areas.  What would be acceptable to the Accreditation Commission as sufficient evidence?
Create student survey to measure student learning outcomes to see whether or not students have skills needed upon graduation.  
· Do we want to define generic certificate outcomes for each individual program?  What assessment tool do we use for this?
· They range in number of units, so comparison is difficult

· The Gen Ed outcomes are those that every graduate should have achieved, yet at the moment there is no guarantee that any Gen Ed requirements have achieved this. 

· Adding the language “for academic and vocational degree programs” made a significant difference in clarifying its application for all degree programs

· Discussion of the vocational education advisory committees that provide specific advice for the development of a certificate program, including technical and human skills.  Ethics is a highly regarded issue in this field.

· There are also licensure requirements that influence the SLOs
· In certificate programs, students must achieve a C or better

· Many occupational education programs do not result in certificates, but require AA degrees

· 90+% of graduates complete English 1A according to Arend

· Each and every program must address its SLOs, and do we want an aggregate set of  SLOs

· April Advisory meeting will explore what the community wants students to know when they graduate into the working world
Jim suggested bringing up this topic at the Occ Ed retreat in April with break out sessions.
