Approval of March 31, 2006 Minutes –MSC/Thomas/Mills
Let the minutes reflect that Maureen Fry has contacted Arend and Kristina to let them know that she is not a member of the DAC committee and her name has been removed.
Occ Ed Issues
· A task force led by Jim Thomas discussed the Occ Ed outcomes extensively at the April and May 5 DAC meetings.  This group, made up of representatives of eight Occ Ed disciplines, agreed that rather than try to define generic certificate outcomes, it was more feasible to ask each program to begin by defining its own SLOs to see if there are common denominators that might permit us to aggregate these into some sort of generic certificate list of outcomes.  
· Is Gen Ed SLO statement appropriate for Occ Ed?  Or do we need another approach such as learned from the Occ Ed Retreat in April?
· Ask Occ Ed instructors to focus at the program level to capture certificate programs
· Look for common denominators


Conferences & Workshops
· COR, SLO, PR & Assessment Workshop – 6/12 – 6/15/06 – encourage faculty to attend
· David Waxman suggested using August 25th as a day for faculty to work on their Program Review

· Don’t offer their course in Spring if Program Review is not complete

· Arend and Gregory Aycock to attend Assessment Workshop in Phoenix, AZ

CTA Issues
· Need SLOs included in syllabus
· Committee agreed upon asking faculty to provide their syllabus and SLOs to their department chair and keeping an online repository of syllabi.  
· Item to go to Department Chair Retreat in Fall
Motion – This committee recommends putting into place a mechanism to require faculty to supply their SLOs on their syllabi each semester to their department chair.  MSC/Flick/Mahon
Future Gen Ed Assessment Efforts:

· Faculty can use assessment data to improve their instruction. 
· Put together packet of Title V language defining Gen Ed requirements.  Ask faculty to review their CORs to meet requirement of Gen Ed language.
· Reassign time needed for discipline facilitators if they are to be responsible for curriculum and bringing faculty together.
· Survey will be operational by June to begin assessing Gen Ed outcomes of students
· Develop mechanism to gather student products.  Target particular area each year to see if outcomes are being met.  

Policy to Assess New Programs

· Need policy to assess new programs.  
· Need to improve structure of advisory committee
· Set aside funds needed for assessment work through special projects to reward faculty for their time and effort in producing assessment documents. 
· Faculty requesting funds can be put on next meeting’s agenda for approval

Program Review Modification & Implications
· Kristina reported on her draft of the Self-Study Process which is a cleaner, tighter version for committee to approve for use on the current program review.  Budget information extracted and will be put in the annual review update by campus.  Need standard request form for all items needed.  Committee members to e-mail Kristina their suggestions, comments, and corrections.
· First item on agenda for Fall – To have plan in place by November since deadline is Winter 2007.
· Annual update to have assessment component
