Conferences & Workshops
· Arend Flick & Gregory Aycock attended NASPA conference in Scottsdale.  Ideas were shared on how Gen ED is assessed.  
· San Diego conference in October will be attended by Richard Mahon, Arend Flick, Sheila Pisa, Susan Mills, Kristina Kauffman and Daniel Martinez.  Focus will be on course-based assessment.

DAC Goals 2006-2007
· Support RCCD assessment efforts

· Continue efforts to assess general education student learning outcomes
· Use data generated by institutional research more effectively
· Provide accreditation support to committees writing self-studies
Survey Results of SLO’s of Graduating Students
· Significant gains in 20 areas

· Lowest reported gains were in the “Responding to and evaluating artistic expression” (69.9%)

· Math 32 & Math 35 third most popular course taken
· 77% stated moderate gains

Discussion on what would be the best way to present survey for better participation, e.g., by e-mail.  

Report on General Education
Richard Mahon reported on COR’s meeting Gen Ed requirements per Accreditation guidelines.   He sent out a survey for feedback and it wasn’t successful.  Need a more effective way to get responses from faculty.    

· Need to address what’s missing on the Gen Ed list.  What are the appropriate courses from each discipline for Gen Ed requirements?  Do number of courses need to be limited for Gen Ed?  Need critical thinking for SLO’s.  

· Consider implications for courses that meet the Gen Ed requirements.  

· Recognition for discipline coordinators. 

Additional Plans to Assess General Education Outcomes
Discussion followed regarding asking for volunteers to pilot project of 10-15 courses for Gen Ed requirements.  What classes should be added to the list to help meet Gen Ed requirements.  Tie into program review early on with a tentative model, outline to send out by e-mail as a way to look directly at student learning and focus on one requirement at a time such as critical thinking.  
Review of Discipline Assessment Plans
· The committee recommends approval of Anthropology and Speech assessment plans with minor revisions as discussed.  
· Recommend approval of Library’s assessment plan with significant changes to be made.

· The assessment plan for Dance is further along but no recommendation by committee at this time.  Program Review committee may recommend approval pending revision of assessment plan.  

Program Review 2006 – 2007
· Round One to be finished by March 2007.  Faculty can use online drafts as a model.  
· Review and e-mail comments to Kristina on when comprehensive review piece should be done.   This will go to Program Review on September 28th.  Discipline Program Reviews to be in by 11/15/06 and back by 3/15/07 as foundational piece for Strategic Planning.  How often should Annual Review be done?  

·  Comprehensive portion to Program Review for approval at the October meeting and then onto Academic Senate.  

· Faculty given up to $1,500 to complete their program review.

· Benchmarking – work with data we are already using.  

· Arend has asked Faculty Development Coordinators from each campus to join DAC committee. 

· Norco senate appointed Arend Flick and Sharon Crasnow as voting members.
