2. Riverside DAC Representation/Riverside Senate Resolution 1011
Discussion on Resolution 1011 on whether or not this committee should be campus based and district based. Richard Davin explained the resolution, which he is sponsoring, to re-institute the Assessment & Accreditation subcommittee that is to be included in the Riverside City Campus Academic Senate Constitution. Discussion followed resulting in statements that this committee has no authority/responsibility at this time, and that this committee is the current DAC committee.

English -  Diane Solorzano present

Good assessment.  All COR’s updated.  Discipline is requesting help with funding for PT faculty’s help with assessment.  Should district money or campus money be used for norming sessions?

Psychology – Travis Gibbs present

Discussion on how this discipline doesn’t fit into the rubric.   Some ideas for potential outcomes assessment includes: students surveys as indirect assessment; pre-tests and post-tests or a simple multiple choice survey.  Assessment plan will be in place by Spring 2008.  Need a critical thinking rubric.  Clearly have a plan, but have results been generated from this plan?

Appended explanation – Travis stated that the rubric doesn’t allow for proper assessment of this discipline and isn’t applicable. Data doesn’t fit the model.  Arend doesn’t think it’s outcomes assessment, but interesting data.  Should be a 4 by Spring 2008.
