Approval of December 8, 2006 Minutes/MSC/Thomas/Elton

Review of Journalism Assessment Report

All COR’s updated except for Journalism 2.  They used the old format.  Using indirect methods of assessment.  Suggested they use some form of direct assessment for one course.  Journalism is treated as a program overall.  Degree patterns constitute a program. Something more substantial is needed.  
3. Gen Ed Assessment Issues and Projects

Arend ask discipline facilitators if they would support the project to assess critical thinking among students.  Bring work group together to get a norm.  Arend to ask Ray Maghroori to set aside funds for this project as an incentive for faculty to become involved.  What do they think they will look at to improve their performance?

4. Administrative Unit Program Review
Kristina borrowed ideas from another University and came up with this draft.  Ask faculty who don’t get their Program Review in on time to list what kind of data they are collecting.  They only have to answer Question #5.  Most will have trouble with the Assessment piece.  They need to pick one course to start assessment and build from there.  Suggestion:  Have a joint committee meeting with Program Review and Assessment to help with Administrative (Non-Instructional) Program Reviews perhaps May 3rd?  12-15 program reviews to be done but may end up with 30. Due by September 1, 2007.  
5. Annual Update on SLOs 
Update on SLO’s requested by the ACCJC was an unexpected document stating exactly what they expect.  Arend to work on this document.  Program level assessment training coming in May.  

6. Annual Program Review Update
Due by April 16, 2007.  What should we do with the assessment piece?  Committee to review online documents at their convenience.  

7. CCSSE/CCSEQ
Discussion on preparing another survey for students.  Use CCSSE which is easier to understand and link to for research.  Should another survey be presented to students asking to what extent do they believe they achieved these outcomes?  Ideas on types of surveys:  online survey or mailing survey.  Track students early through the year; find students who have completed different Gen Ed courses.

8. Other
Assessment website needs to be updated.  Newsletter from Gregory Aycock, Outcome Assessment Specialist at Norco, summarizes all data gathered during a two-year period.  

Question regarding Standard IIIAC not being met.  Should faculty examine their own assessment results and link faculty performance with SLO’s for faculty effectiveness? The Committee reaffirmed and is on record for its conviction that outcomes assessment processes not be used for the evaluation of individual instructors stating this would be counterproductive making faculty buy-in for assessment far more difficult to obtain.
