ARCC Update – David Torres

David gave a report on the Accountability Reporting for Community Colleges prepared by the Chancellor’s office which will be produced every Spring.  He reviewed statewide indicators creating an awareness of our college performance:

· Transfer numbers from community colleges to UC’s and Cal State Colleges
· Income for student wages before & after degree/certificate

· Basic skills

· Student progress and achievement rates

· Percentage of first time students who earned at least 30 units

· Term to term persistence rates

· Course completion rate for credit basic skills courses

· Improvement rate for credit basic skills courses

· Peer grouping

Riverside Community College did well in 5 out of 6 indicators.  RCC will send 500 word response to these findings.  Need more professional development; suggested presenting this to the Academic Council and to faculty since a vast number of students are not successful.  We are not fulfilling our mission.  Some of the committee members felt that the numbers suggest we have a lot of room for improvement as an institution. See a need to teach students more effectively in  Basic Skills courses. 

III. ACCJC Annual Update on SLOs:  Results and Implications

50% of courses have SLO’s defined.   Must make it apparent to faculty that there will be consequences if SLO”s are not completed which is a campus responsibility.  To better publicize Gen Ed outcomes put on the Website.  Committee against inclusion of linking SLO measurements to faculty evaluations. (Amended per 5/18/07 minutes)  Need to put a mechanism into place to reach PT faculty who alone teach that section.  There is compensation of $100 to PT faculty working on updating SLO’s.  
IV. Report on SLO Coordinators’ Meeting, Chaffey College

Mitzi Sloniger represented DAC at this meeting.  50 were in attendance.  The majority of the meeting centered on whether or not to place SLOs in CORs, which RCCD has done, but half of CACC decided not to in order to make revision of SLOs easier.
