I Approval of April 20th Minutes/Amended/ Revise statement in Item III: “Committee against inclusion of linking SLO’s to faculty evaluation” to “Committee is against inclusion of linking SLO’s measurements to individual faculty evaluations.” 

The Committee does support the concept of making faculty engagement with the assessment process a matter of evaluation.  Discussion regarding DAC making a recommendation to the Academic Senate with suggested new language written by Arend Flick regarding SLO measurements for individual instructors or courses would not be part of the evaluation process but the degree of a faculty member’s engagement in identifying and measuring SLO’s is a valid consideration during evaluation. Arend will write up special language for the CTA contract and e-mail draft to committee for their vote along with sending a statement for recommendation to the Academic Senate. 
II Assessment Reports
Engineering – Todd Wales present
Comments:  State that you will be reviewing Engineering 30 course next and incorporate your four year plan into report.  Discipline has not engaged in a standardized final exam.  Include how many students have completed the course.  Engage a team within the discipline to help revise assessment plan.  Need refinement on manufacturing piece. Find PT faculty to help with  assessment plan. All COR’s updated expect for three. 
Motion – MSC/Herzig/Davin - Committee to recommend approval of assessment report
Air Conditioning – Approved by Program Review Committee.  
Comments:  Are all assessment efforts mapping to one particular SLO?  Not enough information to determine what they need to improve and what their findings mean.  Need to address deficiencies and have them refine their work to be completed by first meeting in Fall 07.    
Motion – MSC/Flick/Davin - Committee to recommend approval pending revisions particularly using data for improvement of SLO’s.  
Sociology – Richard Davin present

Comments:  Focus on one or two SLO’s not all of them.  Achieve particular outcome outside final exam as a final activity. Faculty individually design their assessments to assess the outcome. Need mechanism in place for assessment by Fall 08.  Revisions to be e-mailed to discipline over the summer.  Discipline will review with faculty members and bring to discipline meeting in August.  
Motion – MSC/Flick/Lewis – Committee recommends conditional approval pending a requirement that the discipline provides us with documentation in the form of a report and a physical appearance for our first meeting in Spring 2008.    
Art – Focus on particular course and complete cycle of assessment in Fall 2007.  Include in report how they define assessment and particularly the Gen Ed critical thinking process.  We expect something tangible in Spring 2008.  Need to identify measurements and make improvements based on those measurements.  

Motion – MSC/Flick/Hall – Committee recommends conditional approval pending a requirement that the discipline provides us with documentation in the form of a report and a physical appearance for our first meeting in Spring 2008.    
Journalism (Revision)– We expect a complete report by Spring 2008.  Need to devise an assessment plan.  
Motion – MSC/Flick/Hall - Committee recommends conditional approval pending a requirement that the discipline provides us with documentation in the form of a report and a physical appearance for our first meeting in Spring 2008.
III GE Assessment Update  - Arend sent letter out to Gen Ed faculty a week ago.  
IV Program Assessment Update – Held an Occ Ed faculty workshop on May 18th from 9 – 12:00 and will be holding workshop again in Fall 2007.  
V Replacement for Faculty co-chair – Arend will be on sabbatical in Fall 2007.  Will split position in Fall 2007 when Arend is on sabbatical and then the new co-chair will replace Arend in Spring 2008 as sole co-chair.  One applicant has applied.
