Assessment Reports from Comprehensive Program Review
Life Sciences – Scott Herrick
Comments:  Scott distributed a rubric for Biology which everyone in the discipline normed.  Sheryl will send Scott an update by email so he can share that the committee questioned as to whether or not Norco had actually implemented change to improve student learning and whether the change mentioned for Moreno Valley had occurred or not.  It was suggested that he review Geography’s assessment report online for formatting technique.  Need to revisit DAC’s rubric before the next round of comprehensive reviews are submitted.

Student Support Services (Overview Comments)
Suggestions: Need to direct them toward real outcomes.  Complications arise when the administrative unit has instruction and a service area needing both SLOs and SAOs.  Should they be separated?  Who should do the scoring?  
· Sheryl will extract the assessment piece for each of the following program reviews: Health Services, Outreach, Student Activities, Disabled Student Programs and Student Financial Services and email to the committee for their comments and feedback for a final decision.

· Sheryl suggested that our campuses could review each other’s program reviews as an external body rotating every five years to gather innovative ideas which would have reciprocity benefits to help them prepare for accreditation.  She noted that other colleges have already implemented this procedure.  
· Ask Monica Green, Kristina Kauffman and the three VP’s what is it that the staff can actually supply that will help them use the information contained in the assessment piece in a way that helps them with their resource allocation?  Are we the committee to provide this?
· If a discipline submits a comprehensive assessment plan that indicates full participation from the campuses, then the committee will decide a score based on the discipline at the district level rather than at the campus level.  

· Should the campuses be scoring the annual programs reviews and reporting to DAC?
