2. Assessment Reports for Comprehensive Program Reviews
a. Counseling – Ellen Brown-Drinkwater; Kelly Brautigam, Mike Barnes
Comments:  The Institutional Effectiveness office will remove all personal names from the program review and e-mail revisions to Ellen Brown-Drinkwater.  An appendix is needed to identify all acronyms. Specify courses to use as evidence for resources or considerations they are looking for from the institution. SAO’s are only for the annual program review.  Under “Modifications” Guidance 45 – include something about the assessment tool and how they are going to use the results.  Articulate results focus on one important aspect of an SLO.   They need to state that they have used the results to modified instruction to improve student learning.   Cid’s comments:  The assessment process is in place and there is follow-up action for Guidance 45, 46 and 47.  Guidance 48 is on the right track.  Sheryl will email the rubric to Ellen Brown-Drinkwater.

Consider how the rubric can reflect benchmarks, methods and result reporting.

Comments/Questions:   How do they measure success?  How is this justified?  How did they use the results from the assessment?  What is being assessed?  What are they going to do differently to serve faculty?  They need to state their outcomes.  It was suggested that they conduct a survey of faculty.

b. Institutional Effectiveness – Kristina Kauffman

Comments: What is the assessment method for the first “Expected Outcome”?  Give specific benchmarks. Give details on how improvements have been made.  Is data easy to access?  Improve one program review process and state the method used. Clarify use of results.  Need percentages of random survey of users.  How often are surveys conducted?   How do you measure effectiveness? State percentage of departments and programs that provide content for the web and say that 80% of users were surveyed. Is your target expanding numbers and types of consumers of research?  Give examples of procedures and how they are being modified.

4. Optional Models for Future of District Program Review Committee Operations
Sheryl presented the four models being considered for transitional approaches to the future of the Program Review Committee evolution over three or more years.  Discussion followed and the committee is leaning towards #1: “District Program Review Committee will continue to review everything with assignment to three sub-committees (administrative, student services and disciplines (excluding DAC)”.  These models will be reviewed again at the next meeting on May 22nd.
