(1)  Phase III Classroom Building:  The IPP has been completed and the FPP is  

      currently being worked on with the architects.  This will be a 34,000 gross 
      square ft. building, (24,000 as.sq.ft.).  Proposed completion date:  Spring 2008.
(2)  Health Science Building (School of Allied Health Sciences) Joint use project with 

       Riverside County Regional Medical Center, to be located adjacent to  RCRMC   

       on 20 to 25 acres of land.  Approximately 50,000 gross sq. ft. to be possibly 

       funded with Federal Government funds and Measure C funds (currently in 

       negotiations).
(3)  Digital Cable TV Production and Public Access Studio, joint use project with 
      City of Moreno Valley, approximately 6,000 gross sq. ft. funded with matching 
      funds from City Hall’s cable franchise funds from Adelphia and/or private real 

      estate developer and Measure C funds (currently in negotiations).
(4)  Sports Arena:  A 30,000 sq. ft. sports facility funded by a private real estate 

      developer with matching funds from Measure C Bond.  Also investigating a   

      potential donation of a Geodesic Domed gymnasium from Loma Linda  

     University that could be relocated to the campus and rebuilt by the real estate 

     developer matched with potential funds from Measure C Bond (currently in 

     negotiations).

(5)  Need to upgrade and improve campus safety and security cameras and alarms 

      (fire and building intrusion) for all campus and off-campus buildings.  

      Investigating use of Measure C funds for this project.

(6)  Investigate the feasibility of using Measure C funds for completion and 

       improvement of the outdoor amphitheater.
