Approval of Minutes

Motion by Ruth Adams, seconded by Mark Lehr, to approve the Minutes of August 19, 2004.  Motion carried (19 yes, 0 no, 0 abstentions)

Review of RCCD Entity Planning Process for Campuses – Terry Shaw

The process will include academic plan workflow; structure of committees; process – campus to District; District executive committee.  It will be an adaptable/flexible evolution – RCC inclusive.  It’s all about students.

Request for Additional Funding for IT, AVTV, Presentation Technology and Furniture for MLK Technology Center & Quad Renovation Projects – Cecilia Wong

Mark Lehr gave a brief background on funding of technology at MLK.  The funding was based on faculty input for the fall, 2005, opening.  

Cecilia Wong informed the committee that RCC requested $4.6 million funding from the Chancellor’s office for IT, AVTV, Presentation Technology and Furniture for MLK Technology Center & Quad Renovation projects.  The funds were reduced from $4.6 million to $2.6 million. The costs total $3,851,560.   Dr. Wong is requesting the difference in the Chancellor’s office funding ($2.6 million) and the costs ($3,851,560) to be funded with Measure C monies or an alternate source.  The difference is $1,251,560.  

There was discussion regarding old computers/furniture vs. new computers/furniture and utilization; and can Measure C money be used for the infrastructure of MLK?

Motion by Carolyn Quinn, seconded by Virginia Hanson, to recommend funding in the amount of $1,251,560 to furnish MLK with updated equipment and furniture.  Motion carried.  (12 yes, 3 no, 4 abstentions)

Facilities Update – Robert Gurrola

Robert Gurrola gave a brief update on the budget changes for the parking structure 

and track and field projects.  Aan Tan informed the committee the costs for steel and concrete rose and, according to the California Construction Index, 6% escalation costs 

will be added to both projects.  

Request for Endorsement of $1,908,000 for Swing Space – Robert Gurrola  

Motion by Eddie Sanchez, seconded by Terry Shaw, to approve the amount of $1,908,000 for the Swing Space.  Motion carried.  (19 yes, 0 no, 0 abstentions)
