Approval of Minutes

Motion by Carolyn Quin, seconded by Marie Colucci, to approve the Minutes of November 11, 2004.  Motion carried (29 yes, 0 no, 1 abstention)

Old Business

Facilities Update – Ralph Perez
Modules for Lovekin Complex have been purchased; Physical Education Complex is well underway; Parking Structure will begin the end of January, 2005; Martin Luther King is on schedule; plans for the Quad have been submitted to the Department of the State Architect.
Board Reports – Linda Lacy

The Board of Trustees have supported and approved all recommendations submitted by the Riverside City College Strategic Planning Committee.

CSI Report from Subcommittees – Terry Shaw

The CSI Report from the subcommittees was tabled.  

There was a request from Richard Davin for space and storage for the CSI Crime Lab.   After discussion, Linda Lacy asked Glenn Hunt to work on locating a room for the 

existing CSI program.  She also asked Ralph Perez to check the space behind the ASRCC 

Clubhouse for CSI equipment storage and to provide a couple of cabinets.    

Motion by Terry Shaw, seconded by Sheila McDonald, to approve removing CSI discussions from future agendas. (29 yes, 0 no, 0 abstention)  

Discussion of Mission Statement – Terry Shaw
A memo from Kris Anderson to Linda Lacy and Terry Shaw was distributed to committee members regarding the Mission Statement.  Kris would like to propose that a process is established for adoption of a new Mission Statement that provides time for members of the college community to consider the statement, offer suggestions, and debate the contents.

Motion by Carolyn Quin, seconded by Jan Schall, to form an ad-hoc committee to discuss the Mission Statement process.  (29 yes, 0 no, 0 abstention)

Report from Designated Smoking Committee – Patti Smith
There was discussion regarding smoking site locations and removing the “Welcome to a Smoke Free Campus” signs.  The Smoke Free Committee will meet January 12, 2005, to locate smoking sites and will make a recommendation to the committee at our January meeting; will try to make the move by spring.  It was decided to keep the current signs with modification.

“except in designated areas.”  (29 yes, 0 no, 1 abstention)  

Eddie Sanchez mentioned he would request funds from ASRCC for the modifications.  

Request to recommend the Nursing/Science Facility be considered the next building 

project for the Riverside City College campus – Marie Colucci

Motion by Amy Cardullo, seconded by Ruth Adams, to approve the Nursing/Science facility is considered the next building project for the Riverside City College campus with the guarantee that a discussion at the District level regarding size and location will apply.   (29 yes, 0 no, 0 abstention) 

New Business

Review of “Construction Start-Up on Lower Campus” Report – Ralph Perez

Ralph reviewed a memo from Jim Parsons to all faculty and staff regarding construction activity on the lower Riverside City Campus.  The construction includes the grading & site development for the parking structure and the grading & construction of the

all-weather track & field.

Request from RCC Marching Band to provide additional instruction and

rehearsal space on Lovekin Complex – Gary Locke

Gary Locke gave a brief report on the successes of the Marching Band and their fund raising efforts.  He also voiced his concern on how they desperately need a larger facility for the 250 plus band members.

Motion by Carolyn Quin, seconded by Richard Mahon, to recommend and provide space for the Marching Band and to pursue costs associated with the construction of a new RCC Marching Band facility. (25 yes, 0 no, 0 abstention)  

Ralph Perez will convene the Facilities subcommittee to discuss a permanent location for the Marching Band on Lovekin Complex in coordination with the Swing Space.  Sylvia Thomas will be added to the Facilities subcommittee. 

Further Comments from the Committee or Guests

Richard Davin presented a Resolution regarding DSPS whereas state and federal law mandates that RCCD provide facilities and services to accommodate the special needs of disabled students on all three campuses.  The Academic Senate has approved the Resolution.
