V.  Old Business

a.  Resolution 1009.   A resolution that has been revised can keep the same numbering.  MOV the second reading failed.  Uncertain whether it has gone before the Norco Senate.  All three Senates must pass the resolution. Revised version will go back to MOV and Norco.  12 units was chosen because that is the requirement for fulltime students.  The number of units can be increased to 18 but that would require a student to take 6 units in Fall, Winter and Spring.  Discussion took place in the senate meeting to designate completion of certain classes as qualifying for the Dean list.   However, currently the Dean’s list is automatically done through a Datatel query and there is no discretion about “type” of class credit used to calculate GPA.  Other colleges have part time students who are eligible for the Dean’s List.  Academic year begins the of 1st day of Fall and ends the last day of Spring term thus winter term can be included.  
Find out the number of part time students who would qualify for the List: 

1. Complete a total of 12 units in Fall, Winter and Spring with a GPA of 3.0 or higher. 

2. Complete a total of 12 units in Fall and Spring with a GPA of 3.0 or higher.

Keep in mind, the goal of changing the criteria to qualify for the Dean’s list is to acknowledge the academic achievement of part time students.

b.  Textbook alternatives-  Ann Pfeifle will send out the “Best Practices” now as a friendly reminder “as you are considering your New Year’s Resolutions consider these…”

c.  Aligning SLOs and GE requirements.   Curriculum has sent this back to the committee.   Committee would have to meet every two weeks and might have to include other nonmembers to have a more diverse mixture of opinions.  Currently, this committee does not have representation from the Math and Sciences.
d.  Committee Charge/Mission:  Ask Senate President what they expect from this committee also committee should come up with it’s own ideas.

VI.  New Business


Title 5 legislation regarding Associate Degrees.  All community colleges have 6 months to comply.  The current groups under the associate degree do not have a specific focus; they are too broad.    Handout is an example of these areas of emphasis which are similar to ours but disciplines have chosen certain classes.   “Life-long understanding and self development” title is too broad. Also cannot use “Transfer studies” or “University Studies” as titles because these are misleading students to think that all classes taken under this heading are transferable or are a guarantee of transfer to a 4 year institution.

A small committee composed of the 3 Vice Presidents of Academic Affairs/Education Services (Loewenstein, Conyers, Schwerdtfeger), 3 faculty members (one from each campus)(Dina Humble, Jeff Rhyne, Richard Davin), and representatives from Student Services (Monica Green and Elizabeth Yglecias) and Sylvia Thomas, Richard Mahon and Les Dean will meet to establish a template and guidelines for discussion that will take place at campus and discipline level.  They will look at the areas and come up with titles for the broad areas.  Then it will be sent back to the disciplines to decide which courses to include.
