V. Old Business
A. Creation of bylaws pertaining to membership, voting rules, and quorum- Carlos Tovares will begin writing a draft of the bylaws.  Discussion took place regarding the importance of having procedures in place so decisions on how to proceed are clear and ensuring that business can be conducted. Rules regarding proxy voting or floating members can be written into the bylaws but must be approved by the three campus senates.  According to current Senate rules, floating members are not allowed. If a case can be made that the committee cannot operate effectively without proxy voting or floating members, it is possible the committee bylaws could be approved.  Quorum is established if members from at least two campuses are present.  Additional item to consider: allowing electronic voting.
B. Procedures for approval of additional courses to General Education requirements- went forward to Riverside and Moreno Valley.  Sharon will take this to Norco Senate.

C. Procedures for approval of additional courses to Areas of Emphasis-need to be determined.  Criteria for courses should be established.  How do the course SLOs correlate with the PLOs?  Does the course fall under the parameters of the general concept and content of the AoE? What allows your course to be a new AoE?
