This training is designed to inform staff, faculty and students of Riverside Community College 

District of strategies that can be used to deter, detect, delay and possibly defeat an active shooter.  
It includes lessons learned from past active shooter and terrorist incidents.  Participants will 

receive valuable information that will increase their effectiveness and may reduce the district’s 
potential for liability. The course consists of lectures, small group discussions, participant 

activities and table-top scenarios. 
 
Participants will be able to:   

• Discuss strategies to detect, deter, and delay violent incidents.  
• Discuss the lessons learned from different critical incidents on school campuses 
• Identify steps of a campus lockdown.  
• Distinguish between a terrorist event and an active shooter event.  
• Define law enforcement priorities during an active shooter incident 
• Discuss critical preparations and response techniques for campus personnel and students.
