¶ Only male (tom) turkeys gobble. 
    Females make a clicking noise. The 
    famous gobble is actually a seasonal 
    mating call. 
 
¶ A turkey under 16 weeks of age is 

called a fryer. A five to seven month 
old turkey is called a roaster.

¶ The African Free School in New York

  Manumission Societyõ in 1787. 
 

¶ The Tuskegee Airmen were the first 

  African American pilots in the U.S. 
  Armed Forces. They are depicted in the 
  G.I. Joe action figure series.

History Week. 

 

In 1987, Congress expanded the 

celebration to a month, and March was 

declared Women's History Month.  

 

The popularity of women's history 

celebrations has sparked a new interest in 

uncovering women's forgotten heritage.
